- His name is

2) a name known only to Himself
3) The Word of God

4) King of kings & Lord of Lords

- the armies following Him are His

- He judges and wages war in
righteousness

- He will smite the nations and rule
them with a rod of iron

3. The Lamb wages war with the beast
and the kings of the earth

- the beast and the false prophet are
thrown alive into the lake of fire
